Swinton is the civic heart of Salford and will continue to grow into a dynamic centre. These assets will be the basis upon which improvements can be made to the built environment, providing happy and successful neighbourhoods.

EXISTING CHARACTER

Civic centre building - home to our local council, with its surrounding civic space

Fine historic churches – St Peter’s of Swinton and St Augustine’s at Pendlebury

Victoria Park

Three conservation areas- St Augustine’s, Irlams o’th Height and Radcliff e Park Road.

Swinton and Clifton railway stations provide connections to Wigan and Bolton
DESIGN GUIDANCE

Development sites along Bolton Road in Pendlebury will be required to infill large gaps that have appeared. Developments should ensure roof lines add value and visual interest without obscuring existing buildings and views.
Developments close to or adjacent to large villa style residential dwellings in Irlams O’ th’ Heights should reflect and complement the established scale and plot size of these dwellings.
Introduction of trees to boundaries and internal private gardens or spaces will be encouraged.
New apartment blocks should incorporate a varied and quality landscaped amenity space, where possible.
Security gates and vehicular entrances should be separate from pedestrian entrances. Gates and railings should be of suitable style, quality and colour to suit the area.
Any surface car parking should be designed to have the feel of a leafy pedestrian plaza through the imaginative use of tree planting, variety in surfacing materials and colour, street furniture and public art.
Development should recognise the landmark status of St Augustine’s Church as part of the St Augustine’s Conservation Area.

Views of and to the church must be retained or enhanced.

New development in close proximity to industrial uses, such as Pendlebury Industrial Estate, will be expected to incorporate ways to reduce the visual and any other impact of adjacent industrial uses.
