Overtime – Licensing Section

It is recognised that working outside of normal office hours is necessary in the Licensing Section in order to effectively regulate the night time economy. It is important however that resources are used efficiently and effectively and targeted in the most appropriate areas. It is proposed that future evening enforcement work will be focused in the following areas-

· Tackling private hire taxis who ply for hire without a previous booking, resulting in passengers being uninsured during the course of the journey

· Roadside checks on the roadworthiness of taxis and compliance with license conditions

· Continued participation in multi agency Alcohol Misuse Enforcement Campaign visits to licensed premises to ensure legal compliance

· Legal action against late night refreshment businesses who have failed to apply for a license, despite previous advice being given.

Underage Sales of Alcohol

During the period February to June 2006, Trading Standards Officers participated in three Alcohol Misuse Enforcement Campaigns (AMEC’s). A total of 106 attempted test purchases were made at off licenses, clubs, bars and pubs by underage volunteers. Sales were made in 45 premises. 

In pooling test purchase data from the winter 2005 AMEC and the 2006 exercises, the following statistics have been noted –

45 premises have made one underage sale of alcohol comprising 34 off licenses, 7 pubs, 3 supermarkets and 1 club.  

14 premises have made two underage sales comprising 9 off licenses, 3 pubs and 2 supermarkets.

10 premises have made three or more underage sales comprising 9 off licenses and one pub.

Work is now in progress to initiate reviews of licenses where two or more underage sales have taken place.
