REPORT DETAILS

BACKGROUND

All local authorities are required to submit an Annual Efficiency Statement (AES) for 2005/06 to the ODPM by 15th April as a consequence of the Gershon efficiency review.

The ODPM’s original intention was that the AES would be signed by the Leader, Chief Executive and Treasurer of each local authority, but they have now provided electronic means of submitting the return and so are now preferring this means to be used, but that the above-mentioned approve the content of the AES prior to its submission.

DETAILS

Attached at Appendix 1 is a draft copy of the AES submission, and supporting details are provided at Appendix 2.

The AES is not quite able to be finalised because information is awaited from the Passenger Transport and Waste Disposal authorities on the proportion of the efficiencies they have achieved that relate to Salford.

However, the return is substantially complete to give members of the Group sufficient information as to what it will look like.

Salford’s efficiency target for 2005/06 is £6.807m, of which a minimum of 50%, ie £3.404m, should be cashable.

The return indicates that Salford has expects to meet both targets, with total efficiencies of £8.682m, of which £6.052m is cashable (and £2.630m is non-cashable).

RECOMMENDATION

That the Group agree to the Leader, Chief Executive and Strategic Director of Customer and Support Services approving the submission of the final Annual Efficiency Statement for 2005/06 for submission to the ODPM by 15th April.
