		RESPONSE FROM DIRECTOR OF ENGINEERING



		A letter was received from a resident of Lulworth Road on the 27th May 2010 stating that they wished to object to the section of yellow lines to be placed at the end of Lulworth Road as he has no where to park his works vehicle (Transit Van).

		The order has been proposed due to indiscriminate parking of vehicles, which cause an obstruction not only to the residents but also to the carriageway. The proposed traffic regulation order on Lulworth Road would clear the tight junction of parked vehicles making access / egress easier.
