Acquisition of Morrison Construction Services and Morrison Highway Maintenance by Galliford Try plc

Galliford Try plc has completed the acquisition of Morrison Construction Services Ltd and Morrison Highway Maintenance Ltd from AWG plc on 31 March 2006.

Galliford Try was founded in August 2000 from the merger of two quoted companies, Galliford plc and Try Group plc, each having Construction and House Building activities.  Today its Construction Division has a turnover of around £550m and in house building around £200m.

The acquisition will create a £1.2bn turnover UK Construction business employing more than 3,800 staff across the UK with the critical mass, financial strength and depth of expertise to become one of the largest and successful construction groups in the UK.

Both Morrison Construction Services and Morrison Highway Maintenance will continue to trade under their names. 

Morrison Highway Maintenance remains committed to the delivery of all its current contracts and the development of its future business with the full support and encouragement of its new parent company. Consequently, the acquisition will have no negative impact on the continued delivery of services to Salford City Council through the Urban Vision Partnership.

The commitment to maintain the excellent working relationships that have been established with Salford City Council and Capita Symonds through Danny Falls, Ken Harland and the rest of the Morrison Highway Maintenance team will also remain unchanged.
