WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS

MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

The minutes of the meeting held on 24th November, 2010, were approved as a correct record subject to the reference to Barry Smith in Minute 6(c) being amended to read Brian Smith and in 6(b) planning application Mill Street being amended to indicate that Mill Street was in Boothstown not Mosley Common.

MATTERS ARISING

(a)
A580 All Red Traffic Phase

Adrian Dunning asked that the meeting requested between representatives of the GMPTE and Engineers to ascertain a complete understanding of the current position regarding the junction and the guided busway be arranged to be held as soon as possible.

(b)
Planning Application Mill Street

Councillor Robin Garrido indicated that a new application had been submitted.  He indicated that the developers, following discussions with Local Councillors and local residents, had taken on concerns expressed and a revised plan now submitted addressed these.

Skateboarding Park (Outdoor Recreation Centre)

Councillor Robin Garrido indicated that any proposals for the outdoor recreation centre would be subject to full consultation with local residents.

Sustainable Neighbourhood Action Programme

Adrian Dunning indicated that following the SNAP week there seemed to be a reduction in litter waste and graffiti and reported that the Environment Directorate were dealing with any current graffiti in the area.

Wi-fi

Tony Walsh indicated that Councillor Robin Garrido and Adrian Dunning were to meet with Dave Rogers to finalise the position regarding the monies for the wi-fi.  He confirmed that there would be no ongoing revenue costs.

Bridgewater Way Towpath

Tony Walsh indicated that works on the towpath scheme were to commence at the beginning of February until May, 2011, and that this item would be considered further at the Special Community Committee meeting to be held in February.

COMMUNITY ISSUES

(a)
Walkden High School

Brian Smith indicated that there appeared to be some confusion over the start date for the new Walkden High School.  


Nick Page indicated that all dates had been agreed and he would follow this up with the school to ensure that all parents had been advised of the timetable and dates.

Road Resurfacing

Audrey Cordock referred to a number of roads where repairs had been carried out which she considered to be unsuitable.  Councillor Karen Garrido asked that she forward an e-mail to her naming the roads and that she would pursue this matter on her behalf.

Community Committee Budget Application

Michael Howard indicated that a number of local groups applying for funding from the Community Committee budget were not represented on the Community Committee.  He suggested that the groups in receipt of Community Committee budget funding should be requested or instructed to attend committee meetings.

Councillor Robin Garrido indicated that he agreed that groups should be encouraged to attend meetings but this could not be made a condition of groups in the area receiving grant funding and this was supported.

COMMUNITY SAFETY ISSUES

Inspector Sue Downey gave an update with regard to the Community Committee area in respect of burglaries, homewatch, newsletters giving crime prevention advice, robberies, theft of motor vehicles and the regular speed checks being carried out on the A580.

John Judge expressed his thanks to P.C. Stuart Barton for the work he had undertaken with residents of Queen Anne Drive and Councillor Karen Garrido also passed on her thanks to PCSO’s for the work with regard to car parking on the Green at Worsley.

NEVITT’S FIELD MOORSIDE 

Members of the Community Committee were reminded that at the previous Community Committee meeting on 24th November, 2010 (Minute 13 refers), a decision was taken to request the Environment Directorate to arrange for the whole of the field to be cut on a regular basis and this had been carried out.  


Leonard Lee, local resident, attended the meeting and explained to the Committee the problems and troubles they had with youths and anti-social behaviour which had worsened once the grass had been cut and indicated that he was in favour of the longer grass being left around the perimeter which moved the local youths away from residents’ properties.


The Community Committee discussed the problems concerning Nevitt’s Field with reference being made to:-

· The long grass creating a health hazard with dog walkers saying this made it difficult for them to clear dog mess.

· The article in the paper regarding dog fouling and it was confirmed that extra bins had been ordered.
· The need for this to be a safe place for children to play.

With regard to the Ranger Service Councillor Robin Garrido indicated that this had been deferred to ascertain the benefit of the service to the area.  He also indicated that an additional Budget Sub-Group was to be held in February to consider an application from Salford Community Leisure.  

With regard to the CCTV additional information had been provided indicating that the monies to pay for the Boothstown CCTV installation monitoring was yet to be paid and was listed as a commitment.  The monitoring and maintenance for the first year was free.  The Budget Group had felt that the cameras were not working as effectively as they should be during year 1 (08/09) and therefore the free year should be for 09/10.  Actions had been agreed to query the cost of speakers and monitoring and to release payment for installation.

ALL RED TRAFFIC PHASE

Councillor Robin Garrido referred to a report of the Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration which had been submitted to the Lead Member for Planning on 16th November, 2010, containing recommendations regarding the A580 East Lancashire/ Newearth Road/Ellenbrook Road proposed pedestrian facilities.


Councillor Garrido indicated that this matter had been raised at the Neighbourhood Partnership Board on 24th January, 2011, with a number of questions and answers which had been outstanding.  He indicated that Ward Councillors and the Chair, Adrian Dunning, were to meet within the next 2 weeks with Members of Officers to obtain a definitive answer and that if this was that the all red phase would not be supported then he was to arrange a public meeting for the Boothstown/Ellenbrook area asking that an explanation be given to local residents why it was not going to be pursued and why it had taken so long for this matter to be determined.
