Fairmount Road/Chatsworth Road 

It was noted that the result of the consultation process would be considered at the June Community Committee meeting.

Wi-Fi

Tony Walsh provided an update on the £10k allocation for the provision of Wi-Fi at the two local libraries.  This has now been partially installed at Boothstown and technicians will be on site on 10th June with the aim of “going live” asap Action – Tony/Andrew to  update the Community Committee at a future meeting.

All Red Traffic Phase/A580 Tunnels 


Councillor Robin Garrido indicated that he had met with Chris Findley to discuss this and he had raised the matter at Council.  He reported that Councillor Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning, had initially indicated that the scheme was to be approved . He expressed his concerns at the excessive delays and advised members of the Community Committee that a report would be submitted to the Lead Member at the June meeting.  With regard to the tunnels no further action had been taken at this point as the two matters are to be progressed in the same report.

           Members requested that this be considered further at the June meeting when more information was available and that Chris Findley or a representative be requested to attend.

Councillor Garrido indicated that a response from Chris Findley had indicated that no action could be taken under the Building and Planning Regulations unless the area got worse and passed legal thresholds. Michael Howard referred to the landlord's response and the fact that he was not accepting new tenants so that the centre was deteriorating.  It was noted that more information would be available in due course.
