A. Dunning welcomed everybody to the meeting and advised Members of the format the agenda would be taking.

MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

RESOLVED:

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE COMMUNITY COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON 22ND MARCH, 2007 - ACTION SHEET

An action sheet was submitted and considered giving an update in respect of any matters arising from the meeting of the Community Committee held on 22nd March, 2007.  Discussion was held as follows:-

· Walkabout.  M.A. Howard asked what the current position was regarding the submission to the Committee of a report containing photographs and details of the matters discussed at the walkabout.  Councillor K. Garrido reported that it had not been possible for the Chief Executive to attend a meeting of the Political Executive and that hopefully this could be arranged soon with a view to the report being submitted to the June Community Committee meeting.

· Reporting of Police Issues.  It was agreed that the police issues the Community Committee would like to see reported on at future meetings would be anti-social behaviour, criminal damage, burglary, vehicle crime, off-road bikes and violent crime.

· Worsley Pool Re-development - Clarification regarding the provision of disabled access.  A. Grennan reported that the pool was not fully accessible for people with mobility problems in that there was no access via steps or a ramp into the pool.  She explained the position regarding lottery funding and indicated that the Head of Leisure was looking at access into the pool other than by a hoist and that she would keep the Community Committee updated.

LOCAL SCRUTINY WORK - STREET SCENE PILOT

R. Bernstein and A. Carbery, Scrutiny Team, attended the meeting and presented to the Community Committee a report containing details of work being piloted in relation to local scrutiny and “streetscene” with the Worsley and Boothstown Environment Transport and Planning Sub-Group to look at how local scrutiny of neighbourhoods could be undertaken in the future.


The report indicated that the purpose of the street scene pilot was to gather factual evidence about the level of problems in Worsley and Boothstown in relation to street scene, the process for dealing with complaints and to share key findings with the relevant Directorates; and that work would be undertaken over a period of six months by the following methods:-

· Reality checks 

· Level of complaints 

· Best value survey 

· Public consultation 

· Meetings with relevant officers and members 


The reports also outlined the progress to date with the project.


Members discussed how the Committee and the Local Community Committee were to be involved in the scrutiny process, environmental streetscene matters, timescales and the need to advise and involve as many residents as possible in the pilot project/programme.


RESOLVED:
THAT the report and the work being undertaken be noted; and that regular progress reports be submitted at future meetings.

YOUTH ISSUES

E. Buchan and H. Baxendale gave an update on youth provision within the Community Committee area and the current position regarding the provision of the mobile youth work unit as at May, 2007.


Members were advised that the current planned use of the mobile youth work unit in the Worsley and Boothstown neighbourhood area would be to visit areas identified by all partners where young people who were not engaged or had little knowledge of youth opportunities and provision in the area were located.  This type of provision was not aimed at providing a mobile youth club but to provide engagement and information to young people who would not necessarily be actively engaged already.  


Reference was made by Members to the problems in getting the project up and running and indicated that this matter was to be considered further at the next meeting of the Political Executive.

SALFORD WEST STRATEGIC FRAMEWORK

M. Carey gave a presentation regarding the Salford West Strategic Regeneration Framework and Action Plan.  


She indicated that the aim of the framework was to identify, co-ordinate and prioritise opportunities for major development or investment and to target resources (where 


available) at pockets of deprivation with agreed priorities for action.  The framework and action plan would:-

· Provide a strategic context regarding regeneration housing and planning interventions;

· Set the investment priorities for Salford West over the next 20 years;

· Influence service planning;

· Link the work being undertaken through the Community Action Plan and Local Community Action Plan;

· Compliment the cities replacement Unitary Development Plan and the core strategy;

· Be used as a marketing/resource procurement tool;

· Make connections and ensure the best co-ordination, phasing and delivery of investment and regeneration activity across the area; and

· Provide a detailed 3 year action plan to deliver the framework.


She advised Members of the Community Committee of the consultation arrangements indicating that this had now been extended and would be carried out over a six week/two month period over the summer months with the aim of adopting the framework in September.


Members discussed the proposed framework with reference being made to:-

· The consultation arrangements.  Members expressed their thanks that the comments of the Political Executive regarding consultation had been actioned and the consultation period extended; and 

· The need to consult as widely as possible with the possibility of an information stand being provided at the Worsley Festival and the use of the On In Salford magazine, the Advertiser, Libraries and Community Committees and to engage young people.


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT arrangements be made for a special meeting to be held at the end of August/early September to give full consideration to the Salford West Regeneration Framework and Action Plan; and that the Salford Respect Roadshow be also considered at that meeting.




(2) THAT a letter of thanks be forwarded to M. Carey for providing the Committee with a very clear and easily understandable presentation.
