In addition to the bedrock of day-to-day delivery by our many community groups,
volunteers and partner agencies, the following key progress should be noted:

Regular health walks now up and running
in Boothstown with an additional 2
volunteers identified and trained up.

Practical support provided to several
local groups including Sea Cadets, Busy
Bees, Disability Arts, St Andrews etc.

Regular Healthy Hips and Heart sessions

New Ellenbrook Village Association
formed and operational.

Regular provision of water bottles and
fruit at various community events and
school hofiday sports programmes

New Friends of Roe Green group formed
and operational.

Well attended regular meetings of the
Working Group for the Health of Older
People.

Fit City Worsley re-opened after £m of
investment. SCL inspected and ranked
as the best leisure provider in England.

Significant reduction in reported crime on
top of reduction in previous year.

WVCA railings scheme completed.

Historic ASB hotspots at Standfield,
Moorside and Ellenbrook shopping areas
afl much quieter.

WVCA heritage lottery application
progressing.

CCTV revenue costs met at Ellenbrook
and Moorside. CCTV at Standfield
approved, tendered, contract awarded
and progressing.

Worsley URC building scheme
completed.

Successful bid for £10k from
Salford West Regeneration Framework.
Project delivered and very well received
at 5 local centres.

Targeted- GMP initiatives eg vehicle
crime, domestic burglary etc.

WWAG made good progress, successful
wildflower project bid, action days,
considering ranger post etc.
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Environmental clearance works at
Worsley Delph and in woods adjacent to
Courthouse car park.

Youth access to Moorside Learning
Centre improved.

£80k secured from Salford West for Old
Warke Dam and/or Worsley Delph. New
ways forward identified and progressing.

New Reading Group progressing well at
Boothstown Library.

£75k of spend devolved from Urban
Vision allocated to resurfacing of
Ellenbrook Rd (Nerth of A580) and
Fairmount Rd.

New Arts group, Creative Start 50+,
meeting at Boothstown Community
Centre.

Road safety - optimum specification
identified at junction of A580/Ellenbrook
Rd/Newearth Rd and £k of devolved
spend allocated to this. (Decision 17"
October)

New early years music group meeting at
Boothstown Community Centre — Baby
Boppers and Mini Maestros.

Boothstown tunnels gating order
application taken to February T&RP
panel and preparatory work underway for
November decision.
