ANALYSIS OF THE TRANSPORTATION QUESTIONNAIRE
F. Moore, Development Officer, Transport Resource Unit, gave a presentation informing Members of the results of the Local Transport Questionnaire carried out in June, 2007, with 311 questionnaires being returned.
M.A. Howard, Deputy Chairman, gave a reality check analysis of the survey results, commenting on the high percentage of returns from the Boothstown area and the need to ensure all issues raised were aired and the need to address the question of solving 

problems.  He thanked all those involved in organising the survey and the respondents to the questionnaire.

COUNCILLOR R. JONES, CHAIRMAN, GREATER MANCHESTER PASSENGER TRANSPORT AUTHORITY
Councillor R. Jones commented on the paperwork provided and the survey conducted which he considered to be excellent.

He then explained to the Committee and local residents the position regarding the provision of transport services and how these were funded and operated.
He advised that the Government were looking to give monies to certain local authorities to improve on public transport.  The money was dependent on action being taken to tackle congestion.  The proposal therefore was to introduce congestion charges and submit a TIF bid.  This would in turn provide extra resources to improve bus and transport services.

With regard to bus services in the Community Committee area he indicated that these were presently heavily subsidised by the Greater Manchester Passenger Transport Authority.
