WELCOME TO VISITORS
The Chair, Mr. Dunning, announced that visitors from the Local Government Information Unit together with Councillor Joe Murphy and Brian Wroe from the Community Health and Social Care Directorate would be observing the meeting.

Members of the Community Committee welcomed the visitors to the meeting.

SALFORD FOREST PARK PLANNING APPLICATION
Members of the Community Committee were given a detailed presentation by Chris Findley, Martin Hodgson and Steven. Lee from the City Council and the Urban Vision Partnership respectively, on the current position regarding the planning application relating to the Salford Forest Park.  Martin Hodgson gave detailed information regarding the changes which had been made to the application since its first submission in 2001 to the current position in 2007.  Key amendments that were referred to as part of the presentation related to:-
· Amendment to A580 junction and pedestrian crossing facilities.

· Reduction in height of proposed golf clubhouse.

· Deletion of bridle path.

· Amendment to junction 13 M6 western roundabout and new access road 0.5 hectares loss of woodland, some loss of mature trees and net increase of new tree planting.

· Reduction in building footprint of stable lad’s hostel.

· Plans to supplement Sniggley Brook culvert to improve water vole habitat.

· Deletion of proposals to floodlighting on outdoor arena.

· Amendments to floodlighting on racetrack to reduce light spillage outside the perimeter of the racetrack.

· Change of design to equestrian centre to reduce building footprint without reducing size of arena.

Members of the Community Committee then asked various questions with regard to the proposed amendments and raised other specific issues such as:-

· Air quality management.

· Use of the pathway cycle routes on non-race days.

· Impact of the Mersey flood plain on the proposed development.

· The provision of car parking.
· Public transport (Green Plan) to support any proposed development in the light of bus services having been withdrawn in recent times.

· Intention to introduce a traffic light motorway junction at junction 13 on the M60
· Impact on the traffic flows relating to the roundabout at the junction of Worsley Courthouse for traffic going north and south, as no information in respect of impact on this roundabout had yet been put forward.
Officers answered questions relating to the abovementioned issues and where necessary indicated that further negotiations and discussions were ongoing with agencies such as the Highway Agency and the North West Rivers Authority in respect of many f the issues raised. 

The Chair thanked the officers for attending the meeting and providing such detailed information.
