Management of Community Centres

B. Smith reported that there was to be an extraordinary meeting of the Worsley Community Association on 17th March at which a proposal would be considered for the dissolution of the Worsley Community Association.  He indicated that the decision was being taken reluctantly but that the prospects of the transfer of the management of Community Centres from the Worsley Community Association to Salford Community Leisure would improve the current situation.  He indicated that he would keep the Community Committee advised of the current situation.


Councillor K. Garrido asked that thanks be placed on record for the appreciation of all the work carried out by Worsley Community Association.


B. Smith also indicated that he was grateful for the efforts and support of staff indicating that results could not have been achieved without the full support of S. Berry and her Line Manager and the extreme co-operation of B. Wroe.

Chatsworth Road

Councillor Macdonald reported that N. Gaskell had written to Broadoak School regarding the use of that road by the school and parents.  Reference was made to the fact that notices could be put up but that, as it was a private road, these were not enforceable and the problem would still remain.  It was noted that further discussions were to take place with N. Gaskell as Chairman of the Broadoak Residents’ Association and agreed that this matter should be referred to the Political Executive for further discussion.

GREATER MANCHESTER POLICE UPDATE

Inspector S. Gerrard submitted a report providing an update in relation to matters arising from the Community Committee meeting held on 26th September, 2007.

The report contained information in relation to -

· the “hotspot” identified in the Ellenbrook area
· the tunnel under the East Lancashire road, and
· the position regarding home watch schemes in the area.  It was noted that I. Lewis was now the main Co-ordinator for the Worsley, Boothstown and Ellenbrook areas and part of his responsibilities were to keep a Homewatch database.   Each police community support officer for individual areas was responsible for making contact with the Homewatch Co-ordinator.  The report set out details of the schemes active in the area.
Members discussed the report and particular reference was made to -
· the need to give some thought as to how to make good use of the Ellenbrook playing fields as a facility for youths

· the position regarding Homewatch.  Members were pleased that a main Co-ordinator was now in place

· signage for homewatch schemes.  Members asked that I. Lewis make enquiries with all Co-ordinators regarding this matter

· the report at the Crime and Transportation meeting that youths had been throwing bricks and stones at buses.  The areas mentioned had been Irlam, Little Hulton and Ellenbrook.  Inspector S. Gerrard indicated that the incident reported in the Ellenbrook area was an isolated case

· general problems which had been reported with youths in the area

· the position regarding the tunnel, which it was expected would be considered at the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel at their meeting in February, 2008.

Research by the British Medical Association - Pollution Levels

M.A. Howard reported on research undertaken by the British Medical Association regarding pollution levels in the area. He questioned the advice given to children to walk and cycle to school to improve their health when they would be affected by diesel engine fuels.
