WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS
A. Dunning, Community Committee Chair, welcomed everybody to the meeting and advised Members of the format the agenda would be taking.

APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were submitted on behalf of Councillor C. Gray, A. Adams, L. Critchley, T. Morrison, K. Ogden, M. Shaw and B. Smith.

MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS
Submitted the minutes of the meeting of the Community Committee held on 27th June, 2007, and of the Special Community Committee meeting held on 11th July, 2007.

 
RESOLVED:
THAT the minutes be approved as a correct record subject to an amendment being made to Minute 14 of the Community Committee of 27th June, 2007, relating to Salford Forest Park application.  The minute to be amended to indicate that the original Community Committee decision in November, 2004, was to oppose the application and not approve the application as indicated in the minutes.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE COMMUNITY COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON

27TH JUNE, 2007 AND ACTION SHEET

An action sheet was submitted and considered giving an update in respect of any matter arising from the meeting of the Community Committee held on 27th June, 2007.


With regard to issues concerning the Roe Green crossing S. Lee indicated that cycle signs were being erected with a view to preventing pedestrian mistaking the crossing for a pedestrian crossing and that the situation would continue to be monitored.


With regard to Salford Forest Park Members it was noted that a special meeting of the Community Committee was to be held on 17th October, 2007, at 7.00 p.m., to consider this matter further.

LOCAL SCRUTINY PILOT - STREETSCENE

A. Carbery, Scrutiny Support, attended the meeting and introduced a report concerning the Local Scrutiny Pilot Streetscene.  The report indicated that the purpose of the pilot had been to -


(a)
scrutinise the services being provided to Worsley, Boothstown and Ellenbrook wards in relation to streetscene; and


(b)
gather factual evidence about the level of problems in the Worsley, Boothstown and Ellenbrook area in relation to streetscene, the process for dealing with complaints and to share key findings with the relevant directorates.

The report indicated that the local authority definition of streetscene was “the environment that you see and experience when travelling along streets and public spaces” and indicated that to inform this piece of work two elements had been looked at namely (i) the services provided by the local authority and partners that related to streetscene and (ii) other issues relating to the general appearance of the area as detailed in the report.

The report outlined key findings of the Scrutiny Pilot and contained details of the streetscene and related environmental issues to take forward.


Members discussed the report with particular reference being made to -

· the 15 recommendations and the need for the Environment Task Group to take these matters forward and for monitoring to be carried out.

· the proposal for the report to be submitted to the Environment, Housing and Planning Scrutiny Committee and then to the Cabinet Environment Working Group.

· ensuring that as many people as possible are made aware of and become involved in developing the streetscene pilot and related issues.


RESOLVED:
THAT the Community Committee commend and accept the report on streetscene and support the proposed submission to the appropriate Lead Members and Scrutiny Committees to take this matter forward.

SALFORD WEST REGENERATION FRAMEWORK UPDATE

M. Carey attended the meeting and gave an update with regard to the Salford West Regeneration Framework with particular regard to -

· the consultation carried out and the number of responses received.  She indicated that 300 responses so far had been received with 60 responses coming from young people.

· the framework which was being redrafted taking into consideration the responses with a view to submission to Cabinet Working Group in November and full Council in January, 2008, with a view to an action plan being formulated to take the framework forward.  M. Carey invited comments from Members of the Community Committee and indicated that she would do her utmost to ensure that these were taken into consideration as part of the consultation process.


Members discussed the regeneration update with particular reference being made to -

· the understanding that there would be a proposal to consider the building of a new library in the Worsley area with a Tourism Office.  Councillor R. Garrido indicated that it had been proposed that a feasibility study be undertaken and a business plan for this purpose developed.

· the finance that had been made available in the sums of £80,000 in respect of Old Warke Dam and £10,000 in respect of planters for the Worsley and Boothstown area.

RESOLVED:

COMMUNITY COMMITTEE TASK GROUP
Councillor K. Garrido drew Members’ attention to Minute 23 of the Worsley and Boothstown Political Executive Group held on 7th September, 2007, suggesting that in future two task groups be established namely the Environment Task Group to deal primarily with streetscene issues and to propose how to spend the £10,000 highways budget with M.A. Howard leading the task group and a Transport Task Group to deal with all transport issues with A. Dunning leading the task group.

She further proposed that a working group comprising appropriate officers and all relevant parties i.e. Peel Holdings, the Coal Authority, the Ecology Unit be established to deal with the Old Warke Dam and the Delph.

GREATER MANCHESTER POLICE UPDATE
A progress report prepared by Inspector A. Sutcliffe, Greater Manchester Police, containing information with regard to the following police issues was submitted -
· A number of operations being carried out in the Community Committee area.

· Pubwatch, Businesswatch and Homewatch groups.

· The position regarding the work being undertaken by the PCSOs in the area and

· A crime summary giving a breakdown of crime and anti-social behaviour figures for the period 1st August, 2007 to 26th September, 2007, compared with the same period in the previous year.

Members discussed the report with particular reference being made to -

· The statement that burglaries in the area were down by 37% whilst there had been recent burglaries in the Roe Green area and other areas.

· The position regarding Homewatch and the feeling that this had not received continued support and was not functioning as it had been.

Councillor R. Garrido referred to the report indicating that whilst it identified crime is reducing, Ellenbrook seemed to be a crime hotspot and this conflicted with the information being given.


RESOLVED:

(2) THAT the Community Committee accept the recent statistics; and request that the police be advised that a hotspot had been identified in the Ellenbrook area and would like further information regarding activity in the area.



(3) THAT the Community Committee are concerned at the lack of involvement more recently by the Greater Manchester Police in Homewatch schemes and call upon the police at the earliest opportunity to appoint a new Co-ordinator with a view to re-establishing the maximum number of Homewatch schemes in the area as an essential facility.

Worsley Car Park
Members expressed their dismay and concerns at the recent decision taken to introduce parking charges in the Worsley car park facing the Courthouse and the particular effect that this would have on local businesses in the area.


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT this Community Committee deplores the introduction of car parking charges and advise Councillor Merry, Leader of the Council and Councillor Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning, of the Committee’s annoyance and disgust that no consultation was carried out with the Community Committee, local community groups or businesses, and having regard to this and bearing in mind the lack of consultation would ask that the matter be reconsidered.

Chatsworth Road
N. Gaskell referred to the problems being encountered in Chatsworth Road which was unadopted.  He made reference in particular to the fact that the local residents had paid money in the sum of £10,000 to have a number of potholes filled and the road improved but this had led to problems with more cars parking on the road when dropping off and picking up children from Broadoak School.

Moorside South Residents’ Association
Members were advised that the Moorside South Residents’ Association Annual General Meeting was to be held on Tuesday, 16th October, 2007, at 7.00 p.m., at Moorside School.

Worsley United Reformed Church
G. Sides reported that a weekend of celebration to mark the opening of the new Worship and Community Centre at Worsley Road United Reformed Church was to be held on Saturday, 27th October, 2007 and Sunday, 28th October, 2007, and indicated that anybody was welcome to attend.

Walkden High School
A. Owen referred to the new build proposals for Walkden High School and to the proposed community use of any facilities at that school and indicated that it would be useful to have a small committee to input ideas for the future community use.  B. Henson indicated that she would ask for a volunteer from the Worsley Events Group and Councillor Compton indicated that whilst he was limited in terms of time restraints he could offer advice.  Members also suggested that a possible approach be made to Worsley Intimate Theatre and Edgefold Players to see if any members wished to serve on such a committee and any Member of the Community Committee was also invited to put their names forward.  T. Walsh indicated that he would provide an officer to assist in pulling this issue together.
