WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS
The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting and advised Members of the format the agenda would be taking.

118.
APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were submitted on behalf of B. Boyd, N. Gaskell, B. Smith and C. Morris.  Members were informed that B. Boyd had been unwell and asked that best wishes for a speedy recovery be conveyed to him on behalf of the Community Committee.

119.
MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

The minutes of the meeting held on 20th July, 2005, were agreed as a correct record.

120.
INVESTMENT IN PUBLIC HEALTH
L. Thomas, Primary Care Trust, gave a brief update on the position regarding the LIFT programme.  She indicated that planning permission was to be submitted within the next two months for the Walkden scheme and that a Forum was to be re-established in October and she would circulate details of the meeting to Community Committee Members in due course.  Members were advised that they would be given further information on both the LIFT and SHIFT projects when an appropriate Member of the Primary Care Trust was available to attend a future meeting.

WORSLEY AND BOOTHSTOWN COMMUNITY ACTION PLAN
T. Walsh, Neighbourhood Manager introduced the final draft version of the Worsley and Boothstown Community Action Plan.

Members considered the plan in detail and considered the objectives under each of the pledges.  

Priority 1: A Healthy City

M. Howard referred to a number of comments he had received from the Boothstown Residents’ Association particularly with regard to the uptake of the flu vaccine.  L. Thomas explained the way the flu vaccine worked and indicated that an open session was to be held at Beesley Green Community Centre at 3.00 p.m., on 20th October, should any person wish to attend.  Reference was also made to their being no sports centre in the Boothstown area and T. Walsh undertook to feed these two issues into priority 1.

Priority 2: A Safe City

Councillor Howard encouraged Members to report all crimes so that more accurate crime figures could be produced in future.  A. Dunning referred to off-road motorcycling and proactive action being taken by the police.  Councillor Gray referred to the new homewatch schemes to be established and the need to encourage these to proceed.

Priority 3: A Learning and Creative City

Members made reference to the need to maximise I.T. training.  B. Henson referred to the difficulty in getting tutors at Worsley Library.  T. Walsh advised that 70 computers were available at Moorside.  Councillor Karen Garrido asked what the position was regarding the computer at Beesley Green and E. Hall indicated that it was now his understanding that the computer was being used for training purposes.  Members agreed that it would be appropriate to add in at 3.3 a positive statement about the Beesley Green Community Centre being available for public use and to amend 3.6 to include pursuit of external resources in relation to the promotion and support of cycling in the area and to include Urban Vision as one of the lead agencies.

S. Bowen confirmed that an I.T. Sub-Group had now been established looking at an I.T. strategy in the area.  

A. Owen referred to the proposed rebuilding of the Walkden High School and the opportunity of developing this for community use.  He indicated it was imperative to ensure community/partnership consultation with the new build at Walkden High School. Whilst this was not in the Community Committee ward there were a large amount of children from the Worsley and Boothstown ward who attended the high school.  Members agreed that this should be included in the Community Action Plan under priority 3 as reference 3.7.

Priority 4: A City Where Children and Young People are Valued

Members noted the work being undertaken by the Children and Young People Sub-Group and the objectives under this priority which they supported.

Priority 5: An Inclusive City with Stronger Communities 

T. Walsh reported on the work being undertaken to continue to support groups and organisations within the Community Committee and to improve community use of premises and attendance at Community Committee and other meetings within the area.

It was agreed under 5.7 (Support Groups with Specific Local Issues) that the bowling hut at Boothsbank Park and the community use of the Worsley Courthouse be included.


Priority 6: An Economically Prosperous City

Members supported the objectives included within priority 6.


Priority 7: A City That is Good to Live In
Councillor R. Garrido advised Members of the current position regarding section 106 monies and the Council’s policy which was to change on how the money was to be used for non-planning gains  Councillor Macdonald indicated that he had handed a

petition in regarding Clovelly Road, which he felt was one area in the ward that desperately needed money spending on the area.  

Councillor Howard indicated that under 7.6 reference should be made to all locations need to reflect their choice and status and not key “locations” as indicated in the report.  

It was agreed that 7.11 should read ‘continue’ funding rather than ‘pursue’ funding for Christmas lights.  

A. Dunning asked that consideration be given to including targets for recycling and reference to ensure community views are fed into GMPTE planning.  

T. Walsh undertook to look at these issues for inclusion in the plan.  

With regard to 7.7 Councillor Macdonald advised Members that a Worsley Woods Steering Group had been set up and that if anybody was interested on serving that group they could contact him.

Under Community Committee issues, following consideration of the Community Action Plan, J. and A. Judge raised the issue of the position regarding the tunnel under the Queen Anne Drive.  Members discussed the problems with the tunnel including usage, ownership and the complexities of the closure of the underpass.  Members were reminded that they did pass a resolution at an earlier meeting supporting any proposals to close the underpass.  It was agreed that reference would be included in the Community Action Plan that the Committee would continue to pursue a solution in line with the Community Committee resolution passed on 23rd March, 2005, in support of the closure of the underpass and that in the event of the legal issues not being resolved other options would have to be pursued.

NEWSLETTER
T. Walsh advised Members of the newsletter which was currently being produced.  He indicated that Councillor Karen Garrido and Adrian Dunning had been appointed as an editorial committee.  He indicated that the newsletter would be eight pages and undertook as requested by Councillor Robin Garrido to include reference to grants given to local groups and inviting new grants.

COMMUNITY ISSUES

(a)
Moorfield Children’s Home Site
L. Critchley indicated that contractors were now on the site of the former children’s home and that he contacted the Council to find out what the current position was and that they were unaware that any work had commenced.  Residents had issues concerning local trees which were to be demolished.  M. Longworth indicated that if work was being undertaken on an adopted highway the developers would have had to 

give notice to the Council.  He indicated that he would find out the current position and feed information back to T. Walsh on this.

(b)
Bus Shelter, Worsley Road
L. Critchley referred to a bus shelter on Worsley Road which had been demolished and Councillor Macdonald indicated that he would pursue this.

TASK GROUP UPDATE

(a)
Community Committee Budget Sub-Group
Submitted notes and recommendations from the Budget Sub-Group meeting held on 6th September, 2005, and the financial position statement as at 22nd August, 2005.

In response to Councillor Gray, Councillor Robin Garrido indicated that in the case where applications were refused a reason was also given as to why this decision was reached.

In response to Councillor Compton, Councillor Robin Garrido indicated that he had been given an assurance that the conditions placed by the Community Committee with regard to the grant given to Monton Amateurs would be adhered to and that the Budget Group had asked T. Walsh to follow up the conditions of the grant.

Environment Planning And Transport Task Group
M. Howard referred to the minutes of the meeting of the Environment Planning and Transport Task Group held on 10th August, 2005, which had been circulated and invited anyone to attend the Chat Moss Committee meeting if they were interested to let him know.


(c)
Community Sector Team
T. Walsh advised Members that it may be necessary to commit Community Committee resources to the running costs of the proposed CCTV to be installed at Moorside and Ellenbrook and the Community Committee supported this proposal.


(d)
Children and Young People
Details of the meeting of the Children and Young Peoples Task Group held on 2nd August, 2005, were circulated.

The Chairman asked that if any Community Committee Members were interested in serving on any of the Task Groups that they could contact him or T. Walsh.  It was also agreed that the membership for the groups would be submitted to the next meeting of the Community Committee for information.
