2006/07 REVENUE BUDGET AND CAPITAL PROGRAMME
A joint report of the Strategic Director of, and Lead Member for, Customer and Support Services was submitted setting out specific proposals for the 2006/07 Revenue Budget and Council Tax, Housing Revenue Account Revenue Budget, Capital Programme and Prudential Limits.

Councillor Bill Hinds, Lead Member for Customer and Support Services, presented the 2006/7 budget to the Council making references to the processes which had been taken to secure an effective budget taking in to account the substantial changes which had occurred in the City in terms of government grants, “one off income” that had been received during the current financial year and the alterations to the Council Tax base. 

In moving the report he paid tribute to the work of Strategic Directors, Lead Members and members of staff for their assistance and support with the preparation of the budget proposals. Councillor Vincent Devine seconded the report.

Amendment Moved and Seconded
Councillor Ian Macdonald moved an amendment that was seconded by Councillor Karen Garrido in the form of an alternative Budget for 2006/07 on behalf of the Conservative Group.

Councillor Ian Macdonald outlined in detail the changes the Conservative Group proposed, which included reductions in staffing through natural wastage over the next 12 months, sale of additional assets and premises, the introduction of Car Park Charges for Staff and proposed reductions to the 2006/07 capital programme.  The outcome  would result in an increase in Council Tax of 1% for 2006/07.

Councillor Ian Macdonald thanked the Director of Customer and Support Services and his staff for their assistance in providing information for this submission to the Council.

Councillor Karen Garrido supported the proposals put forward by Councillor Ian Macdonald.

Councillor Pooley made statement on behalf of the Liberal Democrats.
After a lengthy and detailed debate the Mayor put the amendment to the meeting and upon a show of hands declared the amendment not carried
The Mayor then put the motion to approve the 2006/07 Revenue Budget and Capital Programme as proposed in the report of the Strategic Director and Lead Member for Customer and Support Services now submitted, and it was -
RESOLVED:
(1) THAT a Revenue Budget of £189.190M be approved for 2006/07.


(2) THAT the revised revenue estimates for the year 2005/06 and the revenue estimates for 2006/07 as set out in the report be approved.


(3) THAT it be noted that the Lead Member for Customer and Support Services on 9th January, 2006, approved the calculation of 63,722 as the Council’s council tax base for the year 2006/07 in accordance with regulation 3 of the Local Authorities (Calculation of Council Tax Base) Regulations 1992 made under Section 33(5) of the Local Government Finance Act 1992.


(4) THAT the following amounts be now calculated by the Council for the year 2006/07 in accordance with Sections 32 to 36 of the Local Government Finance Act 1992:-

	being the amount by which the aggregate at 4(a) above exceeds the aggregate at 4(b) above, calculated by the Council, in accordance with Section 32(4) of the Act, as its budget requirement for the year.

	being the aggregate of the sums which the Council estimates will be payable for the year into its general fund in respect of redistributed non-domestic rates, revenue support grant or additional grant reduced by the amount of the sums which the Council estimates will be transferred in the year from its general fund to its collection fund in accordance with Section 97(4) of the Local Government Finance Act 1988 and having regard to the directions under Section 98(4) and Section 98(5) of the Local Government Finance Act 1988 made on 12th October, 1992.

(11) THAT the prudential indicators for 2006/07 to 2008/09 as set out in part 4 of the report be approved.
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
