EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

DETAILS:


The Leader of the Council, Councillor Merry, in exercise of powers conferred on him by Paragraph 5.1 of section 9 of Part 4 of the Council Constitution, has approved the waiving of the call-in procedure relating to four decisions by the Lead Member for Education.

The Leader of the Council, Councillor Merry, in exercise of powers conferred on him by section 3 of Part 3 of the Council Constitution, undertook to take the decision in the absence of the Lead Member for Education.

The decisions relate to the acceptance of tenders to enable execution of additional contracts for the Passenger Transport Services [Special Educational Needs] for the period 1st September 2004 to 31st August 2007. 

The decision to waive the call-in procedure was made on 31st August, 2004, in the light of the need to meet the legal requirements for the execution of the contract commencing on 1st September, 2004.

The decision had to be made without delay. In the opinion of the Leader, the above-mentioned decision was an urgent one and, therefore, justified the case for a waiver of the call-in procedure.

Paragraph 5.1 of section 9 of Part 4 of the Council Constitution requires this decision to be reported to the next available meeting of the Council.
