If the above is correct, can you offer a statement on how agora pitches funded by the Lottery at an estimated cost of £43,000 each have been allowed to be vandalised and stripped of wood and stanchions and why, at no time, did Councillors representing the area raise this problem.  With your strong belief in the workings of the Community Committee, do you feel that it is offering people of the area a fair chance to obtain funding with the large contingent of Labour Members in situ or would it not be fairer to have an all Party sitting and a group of Independents to balance out the workings of the Group.
