I Councillor Derek Antrobus, Assistant Mayor Strategic Planning in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 2 Paragraph 5.6 (d) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the appointment of Horticon, under the Council’s Construction Partnering Agreement, at a target cost of £215,000 to implement footpath improvement works at Dukes Drive. 

The Reasons are to ensure the delivery of the footpath improvement works within Dukes Drive as part of the agreed masterplan for the park. Once completed this will allow further woodland management works to take place and will enable the council, in partnership with local community groups, to bid for external funding to deliver further investment in the site.
Assessment of Risk: Low: This approval will require the commitment of officer time and a budget of £215,000 to deliver. Funding has been identified through the Salford West Strategic Regeneration Framework and through Section 106 contributions. This was approved by the Lead Member for Planning in November 2011.
