Salford City Council - Record of Decision (CABINET)

I, Councillor Connor, Lead Member for housing confirm that, in exercise of the powers conferred on it in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, the Cabinet has resolved that to approve:
· A framework agreement is established consisting of 20 companies to provide adaptations to domestic properties within the City of Salford at an estimated cost of £4,000,000 per annum. The estimated total cost over 4 years is £16,000,000;

· Given delegated authority to the Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration or his appointed representative to let contracts utilising the services of companies accredited under the framework agreement in accordance with the Councils financial standing orders.
· Authorised the City Solicitor to award contracts placed by utilising the services of companies accredited under the framework agreement.    


An option considered and rejected was not to introduce the policy. This option was rejected leaving the Council Open to legal challenge.
The assessment of risk is High Failure to implement a new framework agreement means that the service is operating outside of any contract
Source of funding: Revenue and Capital budgets 
Legal advice obtained: The service is open to legal challenge if a contract is not in place. 

Financial advice obtained: The framework agreement has the potential to deliver financial savings of up to £600 000 against current work expenditure enabling more work to be undertaken using allocated resources
