Salford City Council - Record of Decision (CABINET)

I, Councillor Merry, Leader of the Council, confirm that, in exercise of the powers conferred on it in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, the Cabinet, as the accountable body for the Local Strategic Partnership, has endorsed the following six Principles in Good Governance, in order to support better partnership between statutory bodies (e.g. the Council and the Salford Primary Care Trust) and between such bodies and the communities in the City: -

1. Collective understanding of the purpose of the organisation or partnership 
2. Performing effectively within clearly defined functions and roles
3. Establishing and promoting the values of the organisation/partnership in order to       achieve governance
4. Taking informed, transparent decisions and managing risk
5. Developing the skills knowledge and experience of governance in order to govern effectively
6. Engaging all partners equally and making accountability real


The reasons are that the Principles will assist Salford (both Salford Strategic Partnership and City Council) to best meet the Government’s requirement to empower people within the decision-making process.
Options considered and rejected were not adopting the Principles in Good Governance.

Assessment of risk: (a) Partner organisations do not implement the Principles within their working practices. (b) There may be a greater developmental need for officer capacity and partnership working within the Local Area Agreement. (c) Implementation is more difficult than originally perceived. (d)Unperceived resource maybe required
