Salford City Council - Record of Decision (CABINET)

I, Councillor John Merry, Leader of the City Council, confirm that, in exercise of the powers conferred on it in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, the Cabinet has approved the New Deal for Communities Delivery Plan for 2005/06.  

The reasons are that the Council acts as the accountable body for the N.D.C. Partnership's funding. The approval of the Delivery Plan will assist in ensuring that Government Office North West (GONW) will release £6,300,000 in N.D.C. funding for the Charlestown and Lower Kersal area in 2005/06. 

Options considered and rejected were a larger scale programme was considered but would not have been supported financially by GONW. 

Assessment of Risk: In order to reduce the risks associated with undertaking the programme, contingency projects have been built in from the start.  A Risk Management Plan has also been prepared, to accompany the main Delivery Plan, which will be considered, monthly.

The source of funding is New Deal for Communities.  It will also lever in funding from a range of other public and private sources.
