I, Councillor John Merry, Leader of the Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by paragraph (a)(i) of Section J of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, do hereby authorise extension of the Charlestown and Lower Kersal NDC CCTV contract with Technology Solutions Ltd to accommodate approval granted on 12th February 2004 (see record of decision notice) for the provision of three CCTV cameras on Amersham Street as part of the Burglary Reduction Initiative, subject to the extension of the contract being reported to the Council’s working group responsible for security matters.

The reasons are in order to reduce the number of burglaries, other crimes, vandalism and fear of crime following consultation with GMP’s Crime Reduction Adviser as part of the Burglary Reduction Initiative.
