I, Councillor Merry, Leader of the Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J (1) of Section 2, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the appointment of Building Design Partnership (BDP)  to develop the Salford West Regeneration Framework and Action Plan at a cost of £199,853. 


The Reasons are in order to drive investment and regeneration across Salford West the preferred option is to appoint a team of consultants to develop the Regeneration Framework and Action Plan.  The selection of BDP for this contract follows a lengthy evaluation process. 


Options considered and rejected were that if this Framework was not developed as a Strategic Regeneration document for Salford West we risk ad hoc, and reduced, investment in the Salford West area. 

Assessment of Risk: In order to provide a strategic, independent document the preferred option is to appoint consultants.
