The reasons are to maintain our ongoing brand development as identified in the Marketing and Communications Strategy and for the continued promotion of the Environmental Procurement Policy and recycling within the city.

Options considered and rejected were not to use the recycled iconography.

Assessment of risk: low – the iconography will form part of the city council brand with compliance managed by Creative Services. Non-compliance reduces the effectiveness of the brand and affects brand reputation.
The source of funding: application of the iconography to publications will form part of the design process with no additional cost to those normally quoted. No additional funding is required.
