The reasons are:

1. On 1st September 2003 the School Governance (Constitution)(England) Regulations came into force.  Under these regulations governing bodies decide when the best time to review their constitution is and they can choose to do this at anytime. Also, under these regulations the local Authority (LA) must secure that an instrument of government has been made for a school if its governing body reviews its Instrument of Government and approves a change.
2. At their governing body meeting on 25th November 2010, Lewis Street Primary School voted to change their governing body and reduce its size because they had been carrying a number of vacancies for a long period and also to reflect Government thinking by having smaller more efficient governing bodies.  A copy of the new instrument is attached to this Record of Decision for approval.
3. The draft instrument has been checked by Governor Services and complies with the School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2003.
4. Once approved,  the Instrument of Government for the school will come into effect from 1st  April 2011 as shown on the instrument.
