I , Councillor John Warmisham , Lead Member for Children’s Services
in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph  B2(a)(vi) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby authorise

the payment of an additional holiday allowance of £548.63 to foster carers Mr & Mrs Smee to cover the actual cost of taking a foster child LS to Florida.

The reasons are:
LS, 14 years, was previously placed long term with Ann Pimlott. Ann Pimlott, who was single carer,  recently died of cancer having deteriorated very quickly from diagnosis. LS was taken in by Susanne and Geoff Smee and their family - Susanne is Ann’s daughter. They wish to carry on looking after LS and are in the process of being assessed. At the time of Ann’s death the whole family had planned a once in a life time holiday to Florida. Ann and LS were to stay in a hotel close to a villa the rest of the family were renting. Ann would have paid for LS to go on the holiday with her holiday allowance. The situation now is that the family are all still going on the holiday. They have had to cancel the original booking for Ann and LS and make changes to their arrangements so that everyone can go. This has entailed extra costs and obviously Susanne and Geoff had not budgeted to take LS. The total cost for LS, supported by invoices is £879.64. The holiday allowance is £331. 01, leaving a shortfall of £548.63.

Options considered and rejected were

For the young person not to join the holiday. This would have been a major disruption on top of the death of her foster carer.
