I, Councillor John Warmisham, Lead Member for Children’s Services, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J (a) (v), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve 
1. the provision of a new building in Lower Broughton to create a Phase Two Children’s Centre comprising an 8-place crèche, family support, healthcare and adult learning / employment support in accordance with the Council’s strategy under the Sure Start Children’s Centre Programme. The provision will serve the needs of families with young children in the Lower Broughton Community.

2. That the contract price of £301,000, fee level of £33,110 and other project cost of £5,589, totalling £339,699 be approved and the subsequent release of Sure Start Children’s Centre Capital to fund the project.

3. That Urban Vision act as agents and Warden Construction act as principal contractors on the project.

The Reasons are
The project is part of the Governments and the Council’s strategy policy for the provision of Children’s Centres in qualifying wards. The selection of the Lower Broughton site was part of the overall Early Years Review which was approved by Council.
