I   , Cllr John Warmisham , Lead Member for Childrens Services  , in accordance with the decision of the Cabinet in Minute 10 of the briefing  held on 12th July , 2005, do hereby authorise  the 

· Discontinuation, with effect from 31st August, 2007, of the Radclyffe Community Primary School on Phoebe Street, Salford, M5 3PH, and St. Clement’s Egerton CE (Voluntary Controlled) Primary School on West Park Street, Salford, M5 3HJ.

· Establishment , with effect from 1st September, 2007, of a new Community Primary School – to which the pupils of the abovementioned schools (315 boys and girls mainly between the ages of 3 and 11) will transfer – at the “Tamworth Jennings” site (a former housing site bounded by Jennings Avenue, Phoebe Street, Knowsley Avenue and St. Joseph’s RC Primary School) in Ordsall.

The Reasons are : The Primary School Review indicated that the admission limits at both Radclyffe and St. Clement’s Primary Schools were triggering the monitoring threshold specified in the School Organisation Plan.  The Cabinet agreed, therefore, not to implement new admission numbers at the schools but rather to amalgamate them on a new site

Options considered and rejected were :  the proposal is in accordance with the objective of removing surplus school places as set out in the School Organisation Plan .

Assessment of Risk : Low.

The source of funding is:  The capital funding to build the new Ordsall Primary School, including a Children’s Centre, was included within the capital programme approved by Salford City Council at their meeting on 2nd March, 2005 (Minute 141 refers).
