I, Councillor Derek Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning and I, Councillor Hinds, Lead Member for Customer and Support Services
in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph H 8 (a) (v), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby: 

Approve the principle of the City Council using the increased revenue receipts from increased Council Tax and non-domestic business rate payments in the Exchange Greengate area to contribute towards the revenue costs for the future management and maintenance of the new public realm.
The reason for approving this report is to support the delivery of Exchange Greengate. The Exchange Greengate Planning Guidance sets down the principles to establish a dynamic new part of the city centre, which will combine high quality commercial and residential properties with leisure uses, dramatic public spaces and new waterside environments. The approval is needed to support the Urban Regeneration Company bid for funding from English Partnership’s to front load the capital costs of delivering the high quality public realm. As part of the bid to English Partnerships, the City Council and URC need to demonstrate that detailed consideration has been given to how the future maintenance and management of the public realm could be delivered and identify potential sources of revenue funding.
