We Councillors Peter Connor and Bill Hinds,Lead Members for Housing and Customer and Support Services respectively.,in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph Section3 Paragraph J (a) (v), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby 

1. Approve a revised rent increase for the Council at an average rent level of £1.72 per week (52 week basis), £1.86 (48 week basis) for 2009/10 in line with year eight of the rent restructuring plan 
2.Approve that this increase replace that previously agreed by the Joint Lead Member briefing on 2nd February 2009 to be effective from 1st April 2009.

3. Note that a further report will be presented later in the year when Government announces how rent increases for 2010/11 and rent restructuring will be adjusted..

The Reasons are Government is giving the Council additional Housing Subsidy to allow a rent lower increase to be applied for Council tenants in 2009/10 than the one currently being charged. Approval to this report will allow the reductions to be implemented. .

Options considered and rejected were Not to reduce charges and continue charging a higher rent charge than allowed for by Government..

Assessment of Risk Failure to accept the Governments offer of additional Housing Subsidy to offset a lower rent increase would not allow the average rent increase to be reduced from 5% to 3.05% and as such would be of no benefit to tenants. The source of funding is The reduction in the rents will be financed by additional Housing Subsidy from the Government..
