(a) the adoption of the Council Tax Base for 2010/11 being 70,065 band D equivalent dwellings, and
(b) that the discount currently applied to long term empty dwellings and second homes be reduced from 50% to 10%.
The Reasons are set out in the report considered, in essence being 
(i) that the Council tax base figure accurately reflects the base data provided in the statutory return CTB1 as amended by reasonable estimates relating to changes expected in the coming year relating to new properties, demolitions and exemptions, and
(ii) that the reduction in discounts will serve as an incentive to reduce the number of unoccupied dwellings in the city and provide an increase in revenue to the City Council.
