This is a key component in the City awareness building campaign, as set out in the Marketing Plan.  The exemption is required because the perceptions campaign has specialist characteristics, which have been exemplified in previous work undertaken by Cheetham Bell in respect of creative work and by Media Edge in respect of their media contactibility and media distribution networks. 

Options considered and rejected were 


The procurement of this project under tendering arrangements was not feasible due to the specialist nature of the service;


Terms were concluded after considerable negotiation as to suppliers in this very specific field and the availability of media channels to meet the requirements of the target audiences;


Direct booking of media was considered but this was not economic in relation to media buying agency

The source of funding is the Marketing and Communications budget.
