Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I, Councillor Bill Hinds, Lead Member for Customer and Support Services, do hereby approve, as far as Salford City Council is concerned, and in accordance with Contractual Standing Order 12.3, the selection of GVA Grimley to conduct a study of the residential market in the Regional Centre on behalf of Salford and Manchester City Councils. 
The reasons are Salford and Manchester City Councils are currently undertaking a joint study to plan the strategic land use and transport for the Irwell Corridor, either side of the Regional Centre.  The work on the parent study to date has revealed the need for supplementary studies on the operation of both the commercial and residential markets within the Regional Centre.  The Housing Market Renewal Research Foresight and Intelligence (RFI) study has also revealed that a deeper understanding is required of the residential market in the City Centre.  This study will provide essential intelligence for the Housing Market Renewal Scheme Update to be submitted in July 2005. Two tenders were received for the study and the panel was minded to appoint GVA Grimley who although not the cheapest tender, allowed for more study days and in the view of the panel presented a team with greater experience.  I grant permission on this occasion to appoint other than the cheapest tender on grounds of better value for money and experience. 

Options considered and rejected were to appoint the cheaper tenderer. This was not supported on grounds of inferior value for money and experience to undertake the study.  

The source of funding for the study is Housing Market Renewal.
