The introduction of traffic calming measures on Trafford Road

The reasons are 

Following the submission of a petition from residents requesting measures to reduce the speed of vehicles using Trafford Road, analysis of the last 3 year accident records reveals that there have been 11 recorded injury accidents along the length of Trafford Road. These accidents can be further broken down into 3 occurring at the bend on Trafford Road, 2 accidents that involved either a pedestrian or cyclist and 4 accidents as a result of vehicles either turning into or out of minor roads along Trafford Road. The other 2 are miscellaneous accidents that have no discernible trend.

A consultation exercise has taken place with both ward councillors and residents of Trafford Road. In total 330 were delivered and 125 were returned. The majority were for the introduction of traffic calming measures with 90% of those questionnaires returned in favour of the scheme and only 10% against the proposals.  Emergency services have no objections to the recommendation.
