PROPOSED ADMISSION CRITERIA 2006/2007


NURSERY CLASSES AND RECEPTION CLASSES OF PRIMARY SCHOOLS 

i) Medical reasons. If claiming medical reasons, parents/carers must provide evidence from the doctor that the child has a medical condition which means that admission to a particular school is essential.
ii) SEN – children whose statement of special educational needs stipulates that specific school.

iii) Children in Need - as defined by the Children Act (1989) i.e. Those who are unlikely to achieve or maintain or have the opportunity of achieving or maintaining a reasonable standard of health or development or a child/children whose health or development would be further impaired without the provision of services of the Local Authority.   Applications under this criterion would need to be supported by an appropriate professional stating that attendance at a particular school is essential.   This includes children in public care.

iv) Older brother or sister in attendance at the school at the date when the pupil is to be admitted.  This includes step-children and foster children living with the same family at the same address.

v) Distance from the school. Priority is given to children who live nearest the school. The distance is measured along a straight line (as the crow flies) between the child’s permanent place of residence and the preferred school.

Please note 

ALL SCHOOLS - In the course of allocating places for children within one of the above criteria, it is possible that the school's Standard Determined Admission Number will be reached before all the children within that criterion have been allocated places. If that happens all of the children within that criterion (but not children in higher criteria whose places will be assured) will be ranked according to distance from the school, so that the children who live nearest to the school (measured on a straight line distance from the school) will take up places until the Standard Determined Admission Number has been reached, and thereafter no further places at the school shall be allocated.

Length of time on a waiting list is not seen as a relevant factor.

Salford City Council’s policy states that parent/carers should be disallowed from taking two part time places for their child, thus limiting the number of places available.

VERIFICATION OF ADDRESS

Due to problems in previous years it may be necessary for the Admission & Exclusions Team to carry out checks to confirm that the addresses given are genuine.   Parent/carers may be asked to produce documentary evidence of their address.

The parent/carers’ address is considered to be the child’s parent/carers genuine principal place of residence at the time of the allocation of places, that is to say, where they are normally and regularly living. If a child is resident with friends or relatives for reasons other than guardianship the friend or relative’s address at the time of allocation of places will not be considered.

The Authority may at its discretion consider as genuine a child’s temporary address where, for example, the child is living with his/her parent/carers in temporary accommodation due, for example, to their parent/carers working commitments whilst they are seeking a permanent address in the same area.

If the parent/carers main address has changed temporarily for example where a parent/carer resides with extended family during a period of sickness or takes up temporary accommodation due to building or renovation work than the parent/carers address remains that at which the parent/carer was resident before the temporary residence began.

Any permanent change in address must be notified to the School as soon as possible.

It may be necessary for a home visit from and Education Welfare Officer to assist in the process.

Please note that the Local Education Authority will take strong action and the place offered will be withdrawn if any false or misleading information is given including an address where the child is not actually living.

NURSERY CLASSES ONLY

Head Teachers should apply the nursery admission criteria to Salford children initially and then, if places are still available to extra-district children.

ALLOCATION OF FULL OR PART-TIME PLACES IN NURSERY CLASSES

Should a school decide to allocate full and part-time places in the nursery class the decision on how those places are allocated is the responsibility of the Governing Body.   A Headteacher however, should be able to justify to a parent the reason for the decision i.e. Full time places are given to the older pupils first.

LIGHT  OAKS INFANT AND JUNIOR SCHOOLS ONLY

Pupils who attend Light Oaks Infant School in Year 2 will automatically transfer to Light Oaks Junior School at Year 3

SECONDARY SCHOOLS
i) Medical reasons – If claiming medical reasons, parents/carers must provide evidence from their doctor that the child has a medical condition that means that admission to a particular school is essential.

ii) SEN – children whose statement of special educational needs stipulates that specific school.

iii) Child in Need – Children in need as defined by the Children Act (1989) Those who are unlikely to achieve or maintain or to have the opportunity of achieving or maintaining a reasonable standard of health or development or a child/children whose health or development would be further impaired without the provision of services by the Local Authority.   Applications under this criterion would need to be supported by an appropriate professional stating that attendance at a particular school is essential.  This includes children in public care.

iv) Older brother or sister in attendance at the school at the date when the pupil is to be admitted.. This includes step-children and foster children living with the same family at the same address.

v)         Attendance at an associated primary school. (see oversubscription)

vi)      Distance from the school. This would involve a measurement being made between the child’s permanent place of residence and the preferred school in a straight line (as the crow flies).  Those children who live closest to the school will be those who get priority for places.

Please note:

OVERSUBSCRIPTION 

In the course of allocating places for children within criterion iv) to vi) of the above criteria, it is possible that the school's Determined Admission Number will be reached before all the children within that criterion have been allocated places. If that happens all of the children within that criterion (but not children in higher criteria whose places will be assured) will be ranked according to distance from the school as detailed in vi) above.

VERIFICATION OF ADDRESS

Due to problems in previous years it may be necessary for the Admission & Exclusions Team to carry out checks to confirm that the addresses given are genuine.   Parent/carers may be asked to produce documentary evidence of their address.

The parent/carers’ address is considered to be the child’s parent/carers genuine principal place of residence at the time of the allocation of places, that is to say, where they are normally and regularly living. If a child is resident with friends or relatives for reasons other than guardianship the friend or relative’s address at the time of allocation of places will not be considered.

The Authority may at its discretion consider as genuine a child’s temporary address where, for example, the child is living with his/her parent/carers in temporary accommodation due, for example, to their parent/carers working commitments whilst they are seeking a permanent address in the same area.
