Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I Councillor Ray Mashiter, Lead Member for Environment, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 2.3(6), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve
1. That the current Hackney carriage and Private Hire Vehicle and Drivers Policy relating to commercial advertising on and within vehicles be amended; in that advertising will not be permitted in relation to:-

· alcoholic beverages
· escort agencies, massage parlours or services, licensed sex establishments or similar businesses
· products containing tobacco
· political parties and associated pressure groups
· all advertisements must not contain language or pictures that are offensive, lewd, promote violence or be explicitly suggestive

· All remaining conditions with regard to advertising on and within vehicles will remain in place.


2. Limited advertising on private hire vehicles in line with the amendments to the existing policy detailed in 1 above. Any advertising should not obscure the Council required "Private Hire, Insurance only valid if pre-booked" sticker on the rear doors of the vehicle, or requirements to display the operators name and phone number on the front doors. Consideration to be given to allow adverts on bonnets, front and rear wings and boot areas with a specified maximum size.
The Reasons are that the proposed amendments to the policy reflect the findings of a recent review of the type of restrictions in relation to advertising on vehicles. Also representations have been received from the Private Hire association which these proposals address.

Options considered and rejected were take no action.

Assessment of Risk Low if advertising on private hire vehicles is not permitted this may be deemed discriminatory against private hire operators and owners.

The source of funding is not applicable as there are no revenue or capital consequences from the proposals.
