· an increase in the initial flag rate by 20p on Tariff One and by 30p on Tariff Two, whilst leaving the other mileage rates unaltered
· Tariff Two to commence at  to 10.00 pm rather than 11.00 pm

· These proposed changes to come into operation at least 14 days after their publication in a local newspaper.
The Reasons are that the requested changes has been received from the Hackney Carriage Trade to meet increased fuel and insurance costs and in the case of the earlier starting time of Tariff Two to encourage more drivers to work later in the evening.
