Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I Councillor Ray Mashiter, Lead Member of Environment, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 2.3 of Section 2, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the adoption of dog control orders across the City of Salford for the following offences, as prescribed in the Clean Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005 and Dog Control (Prescribed Offences and Penalties etc) Regulations 2006:-

· Failing to remove dog faeces 
· Not keeping a dog on a lead 
· Not putting, and keeping a dog on a lead when directed to do so by an authorised officer 
· Permitting a dog to enter land from which dogs are excluded 
· Taking more than a specified number of dogs onto land 

The Reasons are that Local Authorities have had powers to enforce legislation relating to the control of dogs for a number of years. Over time the legislation has become outdated, disjointed and confusing for members of the public.  These new orders aim to simplify the legislation, and allow a greater flexibility in where the legislation can be applied and the range of offences that can be covered under the one order.
