Casey (Land Reclamation) Ltd. continuing as contractors for Phase 3B of the Lower Kersal Environmental Improvements at numbers 8 to 40 Cheadle Avenue, 9 to 31 & 18 to 40 Bradley Avenue, 9 to 45 and 14 & 16 Kingsley Avenue..

The Reasons are to allow for the completion of Phase 3B of the improvements, and to avoid costs associated with the demobilisation of the contractor until such times that funds are made available.
