(ii) Approve the budget cost of £450,000 (inclusive of fees) for the scheme noting the implications for the 2010-2011 capital programme. 

(iii) Approve a start on site in November 2009 provided the target cost does not exceed budget costs. 

The works will allow for new railings and gates to the frontages of all houses on the estate, dropped kerbs at junctions and crossings to improve access for wheelchairs/buggies, new street lighting, and landscaping to selected areas.
