I Councillor Peter Connor, Lead Member for Housing Services, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraphs F6(a)(i) and (xviii), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby authorise:-
 the payment of £200,000 under Section 22 of the Housing Act 1996 to make grants for the assistance of partner Registered Social Landlords (RSL’s) to facilitate the delivery of management orders within Central Salford. 

The Reasons are that the provision of the grant will enable the delivery of Management Orders and the promotion of improved standards within the Private Rented Housing sector.

Options considered and rejected were: -

· Do nothing – this was not an acceptable option as the LHA has a statutory duty to enforce the requirements of the Housing Act 2004.

Assessment of Risk. Low – all partner RSL’s have appraised the outline scheme and are enthusiastic to assist the City Council in its delivery.  All monies used to fund the scheme are recoverable from rental payments achieved or via a local land charge secured against the property.  
The source of funding is. Housing Private Sector Capital Budget.
