I Councillor Peter Connor, Lead Member for Housing Services, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph F 6 (a) (viii), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby authorise:

· The granting of relocation assistance to Mr & Mrs Aldcroft of 38 Suffolk Street in the form of an equity loan

· The amendment of the relevant terms and conditions of the loan to waive the future occupation condition should Mr & Mrs Aldcroft repay the loan within the first five years.

The Reasons are:

· It has come to light that a future occupation condition after repayment of the loan would be unlawful

· Mr & Mrs Aldcroft are due to complete on the purchase of their replacement property on 1st September and any delay or withdrawal of loan assistance would result in the loss of the purchase.  This is likely to attract adverse publicity for the Council and loss of confidence in the clearance and redevelopment proposals for the area.

Options considered and rejected were:

· To delay the approval of the making of the loan, or to prevent the application going ahead
