Assessment of Risk: Risk level is high in view of the impact of the credit crunch and economic downturn. Continuing risk assessment and management will be a feature of the Growth Point Programme.
The source of funding is: Department of Communities and Local Government and Homes and Communities Agency. Growth Point resources will support HMR spend.  Every effort is also being made via the Department Of Communities And Local Government and Government Office to align the spend of key Government Departments and other key public sector agencies such as the Highways Agency, the Environment Agency and the utilities companies.
