Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I , John Merry, Leader of the Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J, a, i), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council and under the provisions of Part 4 Section 9, paragraph 5.1 of the Constitution of Salford City Council do hereby authorise that:- 

1. Salford City Council to enter into a contract with B Young and associates to undertake the work funded by the DOH at Astley Court, Monica Court and Mount Carmel for a fee of 8%, which is also to include for Quantity Surveying and Planning Supervisor Services.

2. Salford City Council to enter into contracts with Whitfield and Brown (Developments) Ltd to undertake the work funded by the DOH at Astley Court, Monica Court and Mount Carmel to a value not exceeding £800,000. 

3. This matter be dealt with as a matter of urgency in line with the provisions of Part 4, Section 9, paragraph 5.1 of the Constitution of Salford City Council.

The Reasons are :

That following a procurement process the specialist consultant and contractor are considered to be the most suitable to undertake specialist sensitive work of this nature. The works are to be undertaken on a partnering basis and proposed contractor costs and consultant fees have been analysed and are considered to be competitive.

The delay likely to be caused by the call-in process may seriously prejudice the interests of the City Council and affected residents by placing at risk the agreed external funding that supports these schemes.

Options considered and rejected were.

Take no action and decline the available external funding.

Assessment of Risk .

There are risks associated with selecting the wrong contractor for this sensitive type of work. The procurement of a specialist contractor on a partnering basis has been undertaken to reduce this risk. 

The funding is available providing the works commence on site within the 2004/2005 financial year. The works have been programmed to commence in January 2005 to ensure receipt of the funding. The progress of the works will be closely monitored through the Housing Capital Programme Monitoring Group to ensure that the scheme is delivered in line with agreed milestones.
