Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I, Councillor Derek Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraphs J (a) (i) and I(a) (7) Engineering Service, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, having noted  the outcome of the consultation exercises undertaken during design development, approve the revised proposals for highway improvements on Liverpool Road and Station Road associated with the new Irlam and Cadishead College and Neighbourhood Management Centre and give authority to accept a target cost quotation from Tarmac Ltd to carry out the improvements, provided that the quotation does not exceed £317,206.39 including Urban Vision fees and, subject to agreement of a target cost, to appoint Tarmac Ltd for the works.
The Reasons are that a planning condition was attached to the planning permission for the new Irlam and Cadishead College and Neighbourhood Management Centre requiring the implementation of a package of off-site highways works addressing the issues raised in the Transport Assessment that accompanied the planning application.  Following public consultation, the scheme includes signalising the junction of Station Road and Liverpool Road, installing a pedestrian crossing on Liverpool Road and resurfacing Station Road.
Assessment of Risk:  Medium.  The need for a safe crossing for pedestrians accessing the new Irlam and Cadishead College was identified in the transport assessment that accompanied the planning application for the new school and is the subject of a planning condition. In addition, failure to implement the scheme before the new school opens in September 2011 would lead to reputational damage and reduce highway safety.
