The Reasons are
The proposed feasibility study is intended to develop the alternative to the unsuccessful PFI bid, identifying a preferred method of replacing the aged and defective street lighting stock within Salford.
Assessment of Risk 
Medium – Failure to proceed will put Salford City Council at risk of not securing the justifiable energy savings. Secondly, and seriously, the City Council will not be able to target the replacement of dangerous street-lighting columns. Thirdly, the City Council will not be able to meet its duty of care for the maintenance of street lighting infrastructure. Fourthly, the City Council will be financially penalised under the carbon reduction policy being implemented from April 2012.

The £99,000 required for the feasibility study is to be funded via authorised prudential borrowing for the Highways Investment Programme.
