2. Approve the Bridgewater Canal Trust to obtain and let the tender / run the contract; subject to

3. Delegation of authority to the Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration to approve the tender / expenditure of Salford City Council money.

The Reasons are to enable implementation of the next phase of towpath improvements along the Bridgewater Way. This project forms part of the wider Bridgewater Canal Corridor project which aims to improve the Bridgewater Canal in Salford as a heritage, tourism and recreational resource. The 2010 – 11 towpath improvement scheme focuses on Worsley Village in order to upgrade the towpath in time for the 250th anniversary of the Bridgewater Canal in 2011.

Low – funding has been secured to implement either phase 4 or phase 5. Whichever scheme does not proceed will be included as part of the bid to the Heritage Lottery Fund (HLF) expected to be submitted later this year.
