The Reasons are that the refurbishment of the bridge will ensure it is maintained in good order and continues to contribute to the long term regeneration of the area, which links the cities of Salford and Manchester. The tender submitted by the Manchester and Cheshire Construction Company Limited is the lowest received.
Options considered and rejected were take no action.

Assessment of Risk Medium - an element of the costs are to be recovered through the service charge contributions and the works will have health and safety factors which will need to be managed.

The source of funding is service charge contributions from Dandara and Acroy Limited, funds received from the winding up of Chapel Wharf Limited and S106 monies.
