1. The £500,000 allocation of funds to responsive repair and essential plant servicing as being the minimum reasonable estimate for these works as described in Section 2.3 and 3.1 of the report

2. The expenditure of £31,000 in respect of additional regular preventative maintenance work necessitated by legislation, good practice guidance and new technology detailed in para 3.2 to be met out of the maintenance budget (note it is anticipated that funding for asbestos management will be met from an additional corporate funding allocation) 
3. That Crompton House and 196 Station Road boundary walls and fence replacement proceed at this stage.
4. That VMS depot works are deferred until funding for the full cost becomes available. 
And:
5. Notes that the lightning conductor repairs works have had to be committed already for H&S reasons.
6. Supports that within the Spending Review the case is made for additional funding to be allocated to the councils maintenance budget.
The Reasons are to ensure that the council has an agreed maintenance programme for delivery in 2006/07
