(1) A Deed of Variation/Licences to Underlet and Sublet being entered into by all the parties to permit the leases to Vasillis and the Northern Ireland Local Government Officers Superannuation Committee to be granted over the relevant areas of the former Radclyffe School site.

(2) The Council, LPC Living Limited and Vasillis entering into an Agreement that within an agreed period of time following the sectional completion of the food superstore:

a) LPC Living Ltd. will surrender to the Council that part of the Head Lease relating to the food superstore land and;

b) Vassillis will surrender to the Council that part of the sub-lease relating to the food superstore land. 

(3) The City Solicitor being instructed to authorise the preparation and

     execution of the legal documentation.

The reasons are that the variation of the documentation will satisfy all parties and will allow commencement of development on this site which will maintain the momentum of regeneration in Ordsall.
